Dairy Challenge was created in 2002 as a management contest analyzing all phases of a specific dairy business. It strives
to incorporate a higher-learning atmosphere with practical application to help prepare students for careers in the dairy
industry.

This year, 30 teams from the United States and Canada have stepped up to the challenge of applying their textbook
knowledge to the ultimate test: analyzing dairy businesses. The contest format starts with a walk-through at the dairies,
followed by interviews with the owners and then concentrated analysis of farm-specific data. Student teams use this
information to develop management recommendations, and then present these to an expert panel of dairy industry judges.
